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Summary Guidelines for Parents/Guardians 

of Minors sailing at ASC 

SAFETY IS PARAMOUNT. The safety of Minors at Aldenham Sailing Club is the responsibility of parents/guardians AT ALL TIMES except during Official Club Training or Racing, when the Chief Instructor present or Race Officer will assume control. (See document “SAFETY ON THE WATER”). 
ELIGIBILITY FOR YOUTH TRAINING. All Minors (under the age of 18 years) who along with a parent/guardian are Club Members, are eligible to participate in Official Junior Training Programmes, on the understanding that they will comply with the instructions and wishes of Instructors, and will notify Instructors of any known health risk that might impair ability prior to the commencement of the training. Minors unable or unwilling to accept the authority of Instructors will be excluded from Training Events, possibly without prior notice.

NB: ALL TRAINING COURSES (like other organised CLUB EVENTS) are open (subject to availability of places) to ASC MEMBERS exclusively. Instructors operate under the authority of the Club and the RYA, give of their time freely (as do all club officials). Apart from respect for club rules and its membership, the Club is not able, willing or permitted for Safety reasons to operate training outside these limits. 
USE OF SAFETY BOAT(S). 

i) During OFFICIAL EVENTS (Club Training or Club Racing), the safety boat(s) will be used only under the authority of the chief instructor or race officer. 

ii) AT ALL OTHER TIMES only club members over the age of 16 who hold an RYA Level 2 Powerboat Certificate will use any Safety Boat. Safety Boats are not available for any other use.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARENTS/GUARDIANS.
Parents/guardians of Minors involved in sailing are, in addition to their responsibilities described above, responsible for the safety, security and care of boats and equipment, (whether owned or borrowed) used by Minors as follows: 

· Removing boats and equipment from storage to the rigging area 

· Rigging boats 

· Supervising sailing (see “Safety on the Water” item 3) 

· De-rigging boats 

· Returning and correctly stowing boats in storage area 

· Paying any hire charges due 

· Replacing or reporting any losses of gear 

· Ensuring Minors only go afloat when either the parent/guardian him/herself, or another adult member of the club who accepts the responsibilities to supervise sailing by the Minor(s) concerned, is in attendance onshore during the whole time sailing is taking place. 

· Ensuring that the Senior Instructor or his appointed representatives have registered the attendance of Minors prior to the commencement of an Official Training Event, and that arrangements are made to punctually take charge personally of Minors at the close of Official Training Events. 

· Making themselves aware of the “SAFETY ON THE WATER” document available to view in the clubhouse (, and available on request from the Membership Secretary).
